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On Friday, September 13, 2024, the Company received a formal notice of claim under the Share Purchase Agreement
entered into with SPS International Inc on July 26, 2023 (the Notice).

In the Notice SPS indicates that it has become aware of certain facts, circumstances or events, that may result — in
their view — in a breach of Seller’s warranties and potentially in losses for which the Company might be liable under
the Share Purchase Agreement. None of these allegations have been substantiated or quantified at this time.

Based upon the information offered at this time, management believes the impact of this potential claim — if any — will
be limited.

The Company will discuss the issues raised with SPS in the coming period and is confident a satisfactory outcome
will be reached.
